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1. LCD (Liquid Crystal Display)

2. Navigator Key: Used to adjust the volume and the
display contrast or select desired items.

3. Enter: Used to assign the selected item.

4. Soft buttons (S1-S4): S1-S4 (located from left to right)
are used to select the item displayed on the bottom line of
the display.

5. Message/Ringer Lamp: When you receive an intercom
call, the lamp flashes green and on an outside call, the
lamp flashes red. When someone has left you a message,
the lamp stays on red.

6. Flexible Central Office Buttons: Where line one to
eight and other softkeys are held (See buttons labelled
Outgoing).

7. Message: Used to leave a message waiting indication
or call back the party who left the message waiting
indication.

8. Pause: Used to insert a pause when storing a
telephone number.

9. Flash/Recall: Used to disconnect the current call
and make another call without hanging up.

10. Redial: Used to redial the last dialed number.
11. Auto Ans/Mute: Used to receive an incoming call
in hands-free mode or mute the microphone/handset
during a conversation.

12. Conf: Used to establish a multiple party
conversation.

13. Transfer: Used to transfer a call to another party.
14. Hold: Used to place a call on hold.

15. FWD/DND: Used to switch Call Forwarding or Do
Not Disturb on your extension.

16. SP-Phone: Used for performing hands-free
operations.

17. Intercom: Used to make or receive intercom
calls.

18. Cancel: Used to cancel the selected item.

19. Microphone: Used for hands free conversations.
20. Auto Dial/Store: Used for System/Personal
Speed Dialing or storing programming changes.

HOW TO SETUP YOUR PERSONAL VOICEMAIL

1. Pick up the handset and select 777 or select
the Voicemail button.

2. Follow the prompts to set up your voicemail
box name, passcode and greeting for when
you are away.

Place an outside call:
1. Lift handset or press SP-PHONE for hands
free.

2. Select a line by pressing a preprogrammed
CO/DSS Key* plus the external number or
dial 9 plus the external number

Place an internal call:
1. Lift handset or press SP-PHONE for hands
free.

2. Dial the desired extension number or press
the preprogrammed DSS key*

EXTENSION DIALING - INTERNAL
Dialing extensions by the user name:
1. Pressthe MENU key

2. Use the up and down arrow keys of the
navigator button to place the — beside
“Extension Directory”

3. Pressthe ENTER key

4. Use the keypad to enter the first letter of the
name you would like to call and press the
ENTER key

5. Use the up and down arrows of the navigator
key to place the — beside the name you
would like to call ->Lift the handset or press
SP-PHONE key for hands free

CALL FORWARDING
To forward your calls to an extension or Voicemail:
1. Pressthe INTERCOM key

2. Dial*7 10 and Select a Call Forwarding Mode:
e To forward all calls immediately- press 2

e To forward calls only when you are busy on an
existing call- press 3

e To forward calls only when you do not answer them-
press 4

e To forward calls when you are busy or are not able
to answer- press 5

3. External or Internally Forwarding

e If being forwarded internally, enter the extension
number followed by ‘# to which your calls will be
forwarded. In many cases this is the extension number
of the Voicemail System.

e If being forwarded externally, press 9 plus the outside
telephone number as you would dial it from your
phone.

***Please note***
e  Pressing 0 at the third step will cancel the call forward
settings above

e If you are temporarily located at another extension and
wish to have all your calls follow you to that extension,
from the remote extension press 7 then your
extension number

e Pressing 8 at the third step will cancel the above follow
me call forwarding

TO ENABLE OR DISABLE CALL FORWARDING:
1. Simply press the FWD/DND key will cause the light to
flash, this indicates Call Forwarding is enabled

2. Pressing the FWD/DND key again will cause the light
to go out, indicating Call Forwarding is disabled
